FROM THE DESK OF FR. VITO
Greetings & Blessings dear friends and

parishioners of St. Patrick’s Church

A question that many are asking our Parish Ambassadors  as
the community is getting more and more involved in the work
and the excitement of building our new church, is the
following:  WHAT IS THE ROLE OF THE FAMILY OF FAITH
IN OUR CAMPAIGN?  Thank you for the question, and I
invite anyone with more questions to please express them so
that everyone is at all times fully aware of what is being
done.  THE FAMILY OF FAITH has one explicit role, and that
is TO OVERSEE THE PLEDGES FOR THE CAMPAIGN and to
maintain proper accounts of the financial aspects of our
work.  IT IS IMPORTANT TO REALIZE THAT “EVERY DOLLAR”
PLEDGED OR PRESENTED TO THE CAMPAIGN GOES
EXCLUSIVELY TO THE BUILDING FUND.  The Family of Faith
is helping us in an incredible way.  I wish to present three
points in which they are helping our parish:

1.  We, like every parish in the Archdiocese were assigned a
specific amount to raise for the Family of Faith Campaign.
Seventy-five percent of that campaign would have gone to
the Family of Faith and 25% returned to the parish.  Parishes
that had another major campaign (such as ours) were asked
to combine the campaigns.  We owed the Family of Faith
$180,000.  BEFORE we began our “Loaves and Fishes
Campaign”, the committee asked the Archdiocese if we could
pay from our reserve the $180,000 so that we could focus
exclusively on the “Loaves and Fishes Campaign”.  They
agreed and then immediately GAVE THE MONEY BACK TO
US AND OFFERED IT FOR THE LOAVES AND FISHES
CAMPAIGN.  Thank you, FAMILY OF FAITH.

2.  As we continue our campaign, once all the permits have
been accepted by both the Archdiocese and the Municipality,
and once we have reached in donations ONE THIRD of the
projected cost; that is, once we reach 4 MILLION DOLLARS,
we can begin digging (hopefully in the Fall of 2020).  At the
time, THE FAMILY OF FAITH will lend us FOUR MORE
MILLION interest free for FIVE YEARS.  Thank you, FAMILY OF
FAITH.    The Archdiocese will then lend us the rest with
immediate interest, thus reaching the goal needed for the
construction.

3.  The FAMILY OF FAITH has in these last few days accepted
a request I made to fund FULL TIME our youth minister as the
youth are more and more welcomed in activities, presence,
involvement, etc., in our parish.  The FAMILY OF FAITH has
accepted and will provide full time funding FOR FIVE
YEARS to youth ministry.   THANK YOU, FAMILY OF
FAITH.

ALL THIS IS AN INCREDIBLY BEAUTIFUL WAY TO BEGIN OUR
“LOAVES AND FISHES CAMPAIGN”.  NOW WE NEED YOUR
HELP.  Become an ambassador, offer a few hours per month
visiting, explaining, providing information for our parish.
WHEN YOU RECEIVE A CALL FROM AN AMBASSADOR,
please set up a time to meet with them, either in your home
or in the church after Mass.

ONCE YOU FILL OUT YOUR PLEDGE CARD, please
return it to church within a couple of weeks so that we
may have a clear idea of how it is going, what we need
to do, etc.  THE MOST IMPORTANT ASPECT, HOWEVER,
IS PRAY ABOUT THE CHURCH; both the building, and
especially THE LIVING STONES.
