PRAYER & EVANGELIZATION

This is the great commission that continues to echo
throughout the centuries.

We must pray for the strength to love and
share the Gospel with others.

One practice we can adopt is the morning offering.
This involves beginning each day, perhaps even while
still lying in bed, with a prayer to God thanking Him for
another morning and asking Him to help us offer our
day for the good of the Gospel. We can supplement
this by beginning any period of formal ministry with an
opening prayer. We need to always remember that it
is the Holy Spirit working through us that is bringing
about great graces. Let us strive to infuse our
stewardship with the power of prayer.
