(Cf. 2 Corinthians 8:9) 
 

The 33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time each 
year is designated by the Church as the 
World Day of the Poor. We are invited 
to pray for the less fortunate as well as 
to explore ways in which each of us can 
concretely help those in need. Let us 
welcome and celebrate the presence of 

Christ both in the poor and the marginalized, as well as in 
those who reach out to them. 
With Pope Francis, we pray that this might be for us “a 
moment of grace. May it enable us to make a personal 
and communal examination of conscience and to ask 
ourselves whether the poverty of Jesus Christ is our 
faithful companion in life” (From the Pope’s message for the 
2022 World Day of the Poor).
