Every year we welcome priests from different parts of the 
world for the mission co-op program. This year on the 
weekend of 23/24 August, we will be welcoming Father 
Patrick Bergin – an American priest working in the 
Archdiocese of Tabora in Tanzania. He will be speaking on 
the needs of the Catholic Community in Tabora and the work 
the Church does in orphanages, schools, as well as 
infrastructure projects like water access and sanitation. 
There will be a second collection on the weekend of 30 
August/1 September specifically for the Catholics in 
Tabora, Tanzania.

GETTING READY FOR 
THE NEXT CYCLE OF 

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION
It is common practice in the Archdiocese of Toronto that children 
in Grade 2 become eligible for First Communion and those in Grade 
7 become eligible for Confirmation. 
Families with children entering Grade 2 or 7 in September 2024
(or older children who have yet to receive these Sacraments), 
are asked to prepare a copy of the children’s Baptism 
certificate, available from the church where they were baptized.
This will be a requirement for registrations in Fall 2024. Families 
with children baptized here at Saint Patrick’s, Wildfield do not need 
to provide a copy of the certificate. 
Families are also reminded that the Sacraments should be celebrated 
at the parish church that they regularly attend on Sundays, 
regardless of which parish their child’s school is connected. 
 

The initial Information Meeting for parents are scheduled on 
the following days here at the church: 

� Wednesday 25 September 2024 – For families with children at
